Matching Pool Plant Transactions


Version 2.07 of the Pool Report Form Program allows users doing multiple reports to match pool plant transactions. This should make it easier to ascertain that the same figures are posted on both sides of a pool plant transaction. 

Considerations

Two conditions must be met before the Matching feature is enabled: 

1. You must have both the report showing the receipt and the report showing the disposition.

2. Both reports must be located in the same PC folder or network folder, (see the memo describing Version 2.06 – Doing Reports on a Network). 
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Using the Matching Function

When doing a report, pool plant transaction records will be highlighted in yellow – Plant, Location and Product fields - when you have the other pool plant report available on the system.
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Additionally, upon highlighting a pool plant transaction for which the program can find the other plant’s report, a [Match] button will be displayed to the right of the [Stats] button near the bottom left of the screen.

To match a record with another report, either double-click the desired record or click the [Match] button.
 A screen similar to that shown in Example 1 below will be displayed.

When any of the figures on ‘This Report’ disagree with the figures on ‘Other Report’, the ‘Other Report’ figures will be shown in yellow.

In Example 1 below, the [Post Figures From This Report to Other Report] button was clicked. Example 2 shows the effect.

Matching Multiple Records

There may be, on occasion, two or more transactions with the same plant on a report for a given pool category. In the examples below, it is a Bulk Transfer from Alpha Dairy.

When clicking the [Match] button, the program looks for the other side of the pool plant transaction by looking at the other plant’s page, section and item code. Since the record on ‘This Report’ below indicates a Class 1 transaction, the program will look at Page 2 on the other plant’s report, then will compare the sections codes and finally the item code.

 In this case, two records on the other plant’s report meet the criteria. Whenever there are two or more records on the other plant’s report that match, a box will pop up on the ‘Other Report’ side of the screen showing the sequence numbers on the other report.

When you click the first sequence number, as shown above, the figures on the other report for that sequence number are shown. (Example 1).

When you click the second sequence number, the figures change to show you the figures for that record on the other plant’s report. (Example 2).


Finally, if you hold the [CTRL] key while clicking the sequence numbers, the totals of the selected sequence numbers are shown. (Example 3). Hold your finger on [CTRL] to unselect.

Other Notes

In some cases, the other report may be available, but no matching records can be found. In this case, when double-clicking or using the [Match] button, a screen message will be displayed informing you of that finding.

Added records cannot be used for matching because of the lack the coding necessary to find a suitable matching record.

Recommended Network Setup

Setup # 1 – Using a Server

In this example, all reports are located on \\server\fmmapool. Users run the poolwork.exe located on their own local PC, and, using the [Network] option, point their programs to access reports located on the server. The server can be accessed either through the Universal Naming Convention (UNC) – i.e. \\Server\fmmapool - or through a mapped drive – i.e. K:\fmmapool.


Setup #2 – Using a Shared PC

All users run the poolwork.exe located on their own PC. User 1 points to reports located on his/her own PC while user’s 2 & 3, using the {Network] option, point to reports located on User 1’s PC.




NOTE: The Lisle Milk Market Administrator’s office distributes pre-coded reports via a self-extracting zip file. When extracting, the file designates a default target for the reports. Although you can change the target, you can request that the default target for the reports be changed to whatever target you wish, when we prepare the files. For example, if you are always changing the default target to “k:\shared\pool\fmmapool\ “, you can request that we make that your default.

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The ‘feature’ whereby in the past you could jump to the Record View when double-clicking a record has been removed in this version. Use the [Record View] button when desiring to see the pool record or when wanting to add a comment to the record.
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
