Handler Pool Report Form Application – Version 2.08


Summary of Versions 2.06, 2.07 and 2.08

Version 2.06 introduced the ability to access reports located anywhere on your local area network. Multiple users could then access the same pool of reports.

Version 2.07 built on Version 2.06 by featuring a matching option, allowing multi-report handlers to match pool plant transactions to values from other reports.

In Version 2.08, the method of calculating route sales has been changed. In addition, there is an improved ‘Stats’ window and printable summary report. This version also corrects other conversion factor considerations in route sales/ending inventory and corrects a problem with long folder names in a network environment. This problem was most apparent when using the application in a network environment where any resource in the path string contained a long file name.

I. Route Sales and Ending Inventory Calculation

In Version 2.08, the method of calculating route sales and ending inventory units has been changed. Now, instead of calculating and rounding to gallons and then converting to pounds, there will be a direct conversion from units to pounds. You will no longer see gallons listed on the route sales and ending inventory grids.

Example:

Assume 100,001 cartons of ½ Gallon Whole Milk @ 3.3%

Old Method
100,001 X 
 .5 = 50,001 Gallons X 8.6 = 430,009 Product Pounds

New Method
100,001 X 
4.3 (8.6 X .5) = 430,004 Product Pounds

II. Ending Inventory and Route Sales Comments

In addition, the ‘Comments’ field is now available at the detail level in both Route Sales and Ending Inventory. The program will make every effort to carry your comments to the next month’s pre-coded report. For example, if you bottle private label brand “Paul Newman’s” and you enter the name of the brand in the comments, next month’s pre-code will retain that name on the appropriate route sales/ending inventory records. 

III. Improved Stats Option

When choosing the [Stats] option on the grid screen, you will be presented with the Stats window, displaying the report totals by page. The new Stats window contains a tab control at the top of the window that allows you to view a summary of your report by section. For example, all Non-Pool Plant Diversions – Unregulated Non-Pool will be totaled together regardless of class, etc.

The Stats window also allows you to View and Print a report of the summary. Instructions for using a FoxPro report can be found on Page 17 in your ‘Handler Pool Report Form Application’ manual.
